As the nation and state face economic difficulties, it is individual Ohioans who are 

feeling the effects as unemployment rises. As Legislators it is our top priority to do 

everything possible to create jobs and better prepare the citizens of Ohio to take on 

the jobs of the future and compete in the new economy. As such, the state offers 

many resources for those searching for a job, seeking to go back to school or aim-

ing to improve their job skills. One such resource is the State  Library of Ohio. 

 

The library’s Web site offers free resources for those looking for assistance in preparing to re-enter the  

workforce through its Learning Express Library. The online library offers electronic courses on developing job 

search and networking skills, creating resumes and cover letters, tips on interviewing and a guide for success 

on the job. Furthermore, the site offers courses to improve your computer skills in applications such as  

Microsoft Word, Excel, Outlook and more. 

 

With the Learning Express Library, users can access over 770 online practice tests to prepare for career certifi-

cation and license exams in some of the fastest growing fields such as healthcare, education, civil service, and 

business. In addition, the site also offers practices tests for those preparing for the GED exam; or practicing for 

college or graduate school admissions tests.

In addition to developing your newly-found skills or trade, it is important to 

know where to go to find new employment opportunities. One resource in 

Ohio is local One-Stop job centers, which are designed to help job seekers 

receive special skills training and find employment. 

 

Coordinated by a group of over 30 agencies and organizations, One-Stops 

are located throughout Ohio and offer job training, resume writing,  

computer  training, and advice for accessing higher education. One-Stop 

centers also offer job aptitude testing based on individual interests and qualifications, to help people find a 

field best suited for their personal needs.  

 

One-Stops are collaborated with various organizations like the Ohio Department of Job and Family      

Services (ODJFS), Veteran’s Services, Workforce Investment Act agencies, and the Bureau of Vocational 

Rehabilitation and Senior Services. Employment services are entirely free and include job search           

resources and various workshops. 

 

There are 90 One-Stop branches in the state. To locate your nearest One-Stop office, or to explore the 

many employment services that ODJFS has to offer, call 1-877-852-0010 or visit their Web site at 

www.jfs.ohio.gov.

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FOCUSING ON HIGHER EDUCATION  

urrently, House Bill 1 is     

moving its way through the 

General Assembly. This bill        

establishes the state operating 

budget for the next two years.     

Revitalizing Ohio’s economy      

remains one of the most important 

priorities for the Ohio House of 

Representatives and is the focus as 

we deliberate the state budget. 

Higher education is one of the    

major drivers of our state’s       

economy. Therefore – in an effort 

to continue to transform our     

economy and create more high-

paying jobs for Ohioans – it is    

essential for Ohio to produce      

college graduates that are well-

equipped to succeed in the       

workplace.  

 

Members of the House are working 

to ensure the education received by 

our students is first rate and        

affordable. Increasing the            

affordability and accessibility of a 

college education in Ohio is an   

important part of creating an      

educated work force. House Bill 1 

aims to keep tuition low by        

continuing the tuition freeze for 

public colleges and universities 

which was implemented by the 

House last General Assembly.   

Tuition for community colleges and 

branch campuses will be frozen for 

two years, while tuition for         

universities will be frozen for one 

year. However, Ohio’s public     

universities have agreed to raise 

their tuition by no more than 3.5 

percent during the second year. By 

holding the line on tuition increases 

we are helping thousands of     

Ohioans realize their dream of a 

college education.  

In addition, House Bill 1 continues 

the funding for the Choose Ohio 

First Scholarship program created 

by the House in the previous       

operating budget. The scholarship 

provides funding for Ohio students 

pursuing the fields of science,   

technology, engineering,        

mathematics and medicine (STEM). 

The student-based program will 

provide $100 million in scholarship 

funds throughout the course of the 

biennium to students attending Ohio 

colleges and universities. Science 

and technology are the future of 

Ohio’s economy and the Legislature 

is adamant in ensuring that our 

graduates are prepared with the 

tools they need to succeed in an  

increasingly high-tech, global    

market. Having a work force       

talented in science and technology 

will make Ohio competitive and 

will attract new, high-paying jobs in 

these knowledge-based fields. 

 

While working to keep college   

tuition affordable and prepare     

students for today’s economy, the 

Legislature is also working to retain 

Ohio’s graduates. There is a strong 

connection between retaining an 

educated citizenry and the          

successful economic revitalization 

of our state. Many of Ohio’s college 

graduates leave the state after 

graduation. In fact, within a half a 

year of graduation 41 percent of 

medical school graduates leave 

Ohio, 37 percent of doctoral    

graduates leave the state and 27  

percent of students who have      

received their bachelor’s degrees 

have moved on to other states. 

 

House Bill 1 works to retain Ohio’s 

graduates by establishing the    

funding for the Ohio Co-

op/Internship Program. The pro-

gram, created by House Bill 554 

last  General Assembly, will pro-

vide $50 million annually in awards 

and scholarships to qualifying co-op 

or internship programs at public     

universities. The aim of the        

program is to keep students in Ohio 

after graduation through the support 

and expansion of cooperative     

education programs or internship 

programs. Co-ops and internships 

connect Ohio’s growing businesses 

with talented students while       

providing Ohio graduates with en-

try-level job opportunities. 

 

Ohio cannot afford to fall behind in 

our commitment to higher          

education. Moving Ohio forward 

can only be made possible when our 

students have the training necessary 

to compete, while at the same time 

attracting jobs of the future.    

Therefore, my colleagues and I will 

continue to work hard during these 

budget deliberations to ensure our 

students have the tools and skills 

necessary to succeed in a global 

marketplace. 
